#e RAKU-YAKI collec"on is composed of ambi"ous 
and asser"ve pieces. #e "les adorning the furniture 
and ligh"ng $xtures are cra%ed using Raku,  
an ancient Japanese ceramic technique. #ermal 
shock induces cracks in the glaze, revealing subtle 
black lines that create random pa&erns resembling  
a landscape seen 'om the sky. #is technique makes 
each piece unique, and the power and magic of 
ar"sanal cra%smanship manifest in ligh"ng, tables, 
bu(ets, bar cabinets, or wall-mounted pieces.  
#ese items exude a subtle re$nement, both in  
design and the aura of the material.
